[bookmark: _Hlk179299240]CATA – Agreement between the European Union (EU) and a non-EU country, which substitutes entirely the existing bilateral ASA with the respective non-EU country and usually covers (almost) all aspects related to market access and provision of air services (or up to the extent envisaged inside the CATA).
